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Carol’s Corner: Wonderful Native Plants Bloom in
this Heat!

[ have done less gardening in this hot summer but have
enjoyed the flowers blooming in my yard. My rouge plant
(Rivina humilis) was a little droopy when we were dry but
it has come back nice and strong after the rain began to be
more consistent. It is a small shrub 3-5 feet tall, about 1-2
feet wide and needs partial shade. The white flowers
turning to red fruit are a treat to see almost all year long.
The Cardinals and Catbirds love the fruit.

I had a few Cardinal Flowers
(Lobelia cardinalis) bloom and - ~
wow!- are they pretty and tall stands of red flowers. One was three
feet tall! I was a bit sad about its description of being a "short lived
perennial and some plants may die after flowering." I hope some of
| the seeds will generate new plants. My Fiddlewood (Citharexylum
spinosum) has no problem looking so pretty all year with its shiny
leaves and white flowers that have a wonderful smell. The
. Dbutterflies, bees and bugs love the Fiddlewood also. I counted seven
| White Peacock Butterflies (4dnartia jatrophae) on the Fiddlewood
today!

g 1 T even got a few blooms of my
. native Scarlet Hibiscus (Hibiscus
~ coccineus)!

Also a Banded Sphinx
Moth (Eumorpha
fasciatus) was on my
porch screen.
